This Ordinance shall supersede and replace all prior Salary
Ordinances and Amendments thereto. Upon the effective
date of this Ordinance, any and all prior Salary Ordinances
and Amendments thereto and all salaries and compensation
authorized therein shall have no further effect. The within
Ordinance represents the salaries and compensation to be
received by all current, exiting employees and offices or
those anticipated to be filled in the near future. In the event
that an existing office or position is currently vacant, and a
salary or compensation is not set forth in this Ordinance, this
Salary Ordinance shall be amended to create a salary and/or
salary range for such position or office prior to said position or
office being filled.

If any portion of this ordinance is in conflict with any
portion of a collective bargaining agreement, then the
collective bargaining agreement shall take precedence.

All ordinances and parts of ordinances inconsistent with the
provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

This ordinance shall take effect after its publication according to
law and the amendments contained herein shall be retroactive
to January 1, 2023.

ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF METUCHEN ADOPTING A FURTHER AMENDMENT TO
THE REDEVELOPMENT PLAN FOR BLOCK 71, LOT 37.01 & 37.02 WITHIN THE
BOROUGH OF METUCHEN, COUNTY OF MIDDLESEX, STATE OF NEW JERSEY

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law, N.J.S.A.
40A:12A-1 et seq. (the “LRHL”), Resolution #2015-147 of the Borough of Metuchen
Council (the “Borough Council”), declared Block 71, Lot 37.01 within the Borough of
Metuchen as a Non-Condemnation “Area in Need of Redevelopment” (the
“Redevelopment Area”); and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council, pursuant to Resolution #2020-50, designated
the entire Borough of Metuchen, County of Middlesex (the “Borough” or “Rehabilitation
Area”) an “Area in Need of Rehabilitation” pursuant to the LRHL; and

WHEREAS, in order to facilitate the redevelopment of the Redevelopment Area,
the Council adopted Ordinance #2018-24 Adopting the “Redevelopment Plan for Block
71, Lot 37.01 Within The Borough Of Metuchen, County Of Middlesex, State Of New
Jersey”, (“Original Redevelopment Plan”) after review by the Borough Planning Board
(the “Planning Board”), pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-7; and

WHEREAS, based upon the designation of the entirety of the Borough as a
Rehabilitation Area and a desire to refine the permitted uses and standards of review
within the Original Redevelopment Plan and to include Lot 37.02, Block 71 within the
Amended Redevelopment Plan in order to appropriately effectuate the comprehensive
rehabilitation and redevelopment of Lot 37.01 and 37.02 within Block 71, the Council
adopted Ordinance #2021-15 adopting the “Amended Oakite Site Redevelopment Plan
for Block 71, Lots 37.01 & 37.02”; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-7, a governing body may adopt,
revise or amend a redevelopment plan; and

WHEREAS, based upon the determination of the Borough Council to allow
certain types of Cannabis facilities to be located within the Borough, consideration has
been given to allowing one (1) Class 5 Retail Cannabis Operator to locate within the
Oakite Site Redevelopment/Rehabilitation Area, specifically on Parcel A within Lot
37.01 only; and

WHEREAS, in order to facilitate the overall development, redevelopment, and
rehabilitation of the Borough, the Borough Council has determined it is in the Borough’s
best interest to adopt this amendment to Section 5.0 of the “Amended Oakite Site
Redevelopment Plan Block 71, Lot 37.01 & 37.02” to allow for one (1) Class 5 Retail
Cannabis Operator to be located on Parcel A within Lot 37.01 only, which will support
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and promote the overall development, redevelopment, and rehabilitation of the
Redevelopment and Rehabilitation Areas; and

WHEREAS, this Redevelopment Plan Amendment provides a more specific plan
for the planning, development, redevelopment, and rehabilitation of Parcel A, within
Block 71, Lot 37.01 within the Borough for purposes of improving conditions within the
Redevelopment and Rehabilitation Areas; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-7, the Borough Council hereby
refered this Ordinance #2023-03, which further amends the “Amended Oakite Site
Redevelopment Plan, Block 71, Lots 37.01 & 37.02” to the Planning Board for review
and a determination of the Amended Redevelopment Plan’s consistency with the
Borough’s Master Plan; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-7, the Planning Board
recommended to the Borough Council that this Amendment to the Amended
Oakite Site Redevelopment Plan, which is on file with the Borough
Clerk’s office, be adopted, as it provides for improved planning,
development, redevelopment, and rehabilitation of Parcel A within the
overall Oakite Site and is consistent with the Borough Master Plan; and

WHEREAS, this Amendment to the Amended Oakite Site Redevelopment Plan
shall be an overlay to the development regulations of the Borough’s Zoning Ordinance, to
the extent set forth therein, and the Borough Zoning Map is hereby amended to conform
with the provisions of this Amendment to the Amended Oakite Site Redevelopment Plan;
and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council has determined that it is in the
best interest of the Borough to adopt this Amendment to the Amended
Oakite Site Redevelopment Plan, as recommended by the Board, to
effectuate the rehabilitation and redevelopment of the Borough.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Borough Council of the
Borough of Metuchen, Middlesex County, State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1. The following shall be added to:
Section 5.0 Proposed Land Uses & Building Requirements

5.1A Permitted Conditional Uses

A. The following conditional use shall be permitted on Parcel A,
only after it has been subdivided into a separate tax lot.

1. Class 5 Cannabis Retailer, provided that it complies
with the requirements of Chapter 75, Article I, §75-5C of the
Code of the Borough of Metuchen.

Section 2. The Borough Council declares and determines that said
plan amendment meets the criteria, guidelines and conditions set forth
in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-7, provides realistic opportunities for the
redevelopment of the Borough in the designated area and is otherwise in
conformance with N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1, et seq.
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Section 3. The Borough Council shall have, be entitled to, and
is hereby vested all power and authority granted by the aforementioned

statutory provisions to effectuate the Amended Oakite Site
Redevelopment Plan.
Section 4. This Amendment to the Amended Oakite Site

Redevelopment Plan shall be an overlay to the development regulations
of the Borough’s Zoning Ordinance, to the extent set forth therein, and
the Borough Zoning Map is hereby amended to conform with the provisions
of this Amendment to the Amended Oakite Site Redevelopment Plan.

BOND ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $4,700,000 AND AUTHORIZING $2,571,000
BONDS OR NOTES OF THE BOROUGH FOR IMPROVEMENTS TO EDGAR
FIELD AUTHORIZED TO BE UNDERTAKEN BY THE BOROUGH OF
METUCHEN, IN THE COUNTY OF MIDDLESEX, NEW JERSEY

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOROUGH OF METUCHEN, IN THE COUNTY OF
MIDDLESEX, NEW JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all the members thereof affirmatively concurring),
AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. The improvements described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance are hereby respectively
authorized as general improvements to be made or acquired by the Borough of Metuchen, New Jersey (the
“Borough”). For the said improvements or purposes stated in said Section 3, there is hereby appropriated the
sum of $4,700,000, said sum being inclusive of all appropriations heretofore made therefor and including (i) the
sum of $129,000 as the down payment for said improvements or purposes required by law and more
particularly described in said Section 3 and now available therefor by virtue of provision in a previously
adopted budget or budgets of the Borough for down payment or for capital improvement purposes and (ii) a
grant from the New Jersey Department of Education in the amount of $2,000,000 (the “Grant”).

Section 2. For the financing of said improvements or purposes and to meet the part of said
$4,700,000 appropriation not provided for by application hereunder of said down payment and the Grant,
negotiable bonds of the Borough are hereby authorized to be issued in the principal amount of $2,571,000
pursuant to the Local Bond Law of New Jersey, constituting Chapter 2 of Title 40A of the New Jersey Statutes
(the “Local Bond Law”). In anticipation of the issuance of said bonds and to temporarily finance said
improvements or purposes, negotiable notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $2,571,000 are

hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within the limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.

Section 3. (&) The improvements hereby authorized and the purposes for the financing of which said
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obligations are to be issued are improvements to Edgar Field for the installation of a synthetic surface field,
including all work and materials necessary therefor or incidental thereto.

(b) The estimated maximum amount of bonds or notes to be issued for said purposes is $2,571,000.

(c) The estimated cost of said purposes is $4,700,000 which represents the initial appropriation made
by the Borough. The excess of the appropriation of $4,700,000 over the estimated maximum amount of bonds
or notes to be issued therefor is the amount of the Grant and the down payment for said purposes.

Section 4. The following matters are hereby determined, declared, recited, and stated:

@) The said purposes described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance are not current expenses and
are properties or improvements which the Borough may lawfully acquire or make as general improvements,
and no part of the cost thereof has been or shall be specially assessed on property specially benefited thereby.

(b) The average period of usefulness of said purposes, within the limitations of the Local Bond
Law and taking into consideration the respective amounts of said obligations authorized for the purposes,
according to the reasonable life thereof computed from the date of the bonds authorized by this bond ordinance,
is 15 years.

O] The supplemental debt statement required by the Local Bond Law has been duly made and
filed in the office of the Borough Clerk and a complete copy thereof has been electronically filed in the office
of the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the
State of New Jersey, and such statement shows that the gross debt of the Borough as defined in the Local Bond
Law is increased by the authorization of the bonds and notes provided for in this bond ordinance by $2,571,000,
and the said obligations authorized by this bond ordinance will be within all debt limitations prescribed by the
Local Bond Law.

(d) Amounts not exceeding $600,000 in the aggregate for interest on said obligations, costs of
issuing said obligations, engineering costs and other items of expense listed in and permitted under Section
40A:2-20 of the Local Bond Law are included as part of the estimated costs of said improvements.

Section 5. Any funds from time to time received by the Borough as grants in aid of financing the
improvements or purposes described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance, including without limitation the
Grant, shall be used for financing said improvements or purposes by application thereof either to direct

payment of the costs of said improvements or purposes, or to payment or reduction of the authorization of the
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obligations of the Borough authorized therefor by this bond ordinance. Any such funds so received may, and
all such funds so received which are not required for direct payment of the costs of said improvements or
purposes shall, be held and applied by the Borough as funds applicable only to the payment of obligations of
the Borough authorized by this bond ordinance.

Section 6. The full faith and credit of the Borough are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the
principal of and interest on the obligations authorized by this bond ordinance. Said obligations shall be direct,
unlimited obligations of the Borough, and the Borough shall be obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the
taxable property within the jurisdiction of the Borough for the payment of said obligations and interest thereon
without limitation as to rate or amount.

Section 7. The capital budget of the Borough is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of
this bond ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith and the resolutions promulgated by the Local
Finance Board showing all detail of the amended capital budget and capital program as approved by the
Director of the Division of Local Government Services, are on file with the Borough Clerk and are available for
public inspection.

Section 8. The Borough intends to issue bonds or notes to finance the cost of the improvements
described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance. The Borough expects that the maximum principal amount of
bonds or notes that will be issued to finance the cost of the improvements described in Section 3 of this bond
ordinance is $2,571,000. If the Borough incurs any such costs prior to the issuance of its bonds or notes, the
Borough intends to reimburse itself for such expenditures with the proceeds of such bonds or notes.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOROUGH OF METUCHEN, IN THE COUNTY OF
MIDDLESEX, NEW JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all the members thereof affirmatively concurring),
AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. The improvements described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance are hereby respectively
authorized as general improvements to be made or acquired by the Borough of Metuchen, New Jersey (the
“Borough”). For the said improvements or purposes stated in said Section 3, there is hereby appropriated the
sum of $2,913,615, said sum being inclusive of all appropriations heretofore made therefor and including (i) the

Prospect Street, Mayfield Place, High Street, Waltham Avenue, Beechwood Avenue and Homestead Road;

() The supplemental debt statement required by the Local Bond Law has been duly made and

filed in the office of the Borough Clerk and a complete copy thereof has been electronically filed in the office
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of the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the
State of New Jersey, and such statement shows that the gross debt of the Borough as defined in the Local Bond
Law is increased by the authorization of the bonds and notes provided for in this bond ordinance by $2,355,000,
and the said obligations authorized by this bond ordinance will be within all debt limitations prescribed by the
Local Bond Law.

(d) Amounts not exceeding $356,000 in the aggregate for interest on said obligations, costs of
issuing said obligations, engineering costs and other items of expense listed in and permitted under Section
40A:2-20 of the Local Bond Law are included as part of the estimated costs of said improvements.

Section 5. Any funds from time to time received by the Borough as grants in aid of financing the
improvements or purposes described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance, including without limitation the
Grant, shall be used for financing said improvements or purposes by application thereof either to direct
payment of the costs of said improvements or purposes, or to payment or reduction of the authorization of the
obligations of the Borough authorized therefor by this bond ordinance. Any such funds so received may, and
all such funds so received which are not required for direct payment of the costs of said improvements or
purposes shall, be held and applied by the Borough as funds applicable only to the payment of obligations of
the Borough authorized by this bond ordinance.

Section 6. The full faith and credit of the Borough are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the
principal of and interest on the obligations authorized by this bond ordinance. Said obligations shall be direct,
unlimited obligations of the Borough, and the Borough shall be obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the
taxable property within the jurisdiction of the Borough for the payment of said obligations and interest thereon
without limitation as to rate or amount.

Section 7. The capital budget of the Borough is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of
this bond ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith and the resolutions promulgated by the Local
Finance Board showing all detail of the amended capital budget and capital program as approved by the
Director of the Division of Local Government Services, are on file with the Borough Clerk and are available for
public inspection.

RESOLUTION APPROVING SUSTAINABLE NEW JERSEY LAND USE
PLEDGE

WHEREAS, land use is an essential component of overall sustainability for a
municipality; and

WHEREAS, poor land-use decisions can lead to and increase societal ills such as
decreased mobility, high housing costs, increased greenhouse gas emissions, loss of open
space and the degradation of natural resources; and

WHEREAS, well planned land use can create transportation choices, provide for
a range of housing options, create walkable communities, preserve open space, provide
for adequate recreation, and allow for the continued protection and use of vital natural
resources; and

WHEREAS, given New Jersey’s strong tradition of home rule and local authority
over planning and zoning, achieving a statewide sustainable land use pattern will require
municipalities to take the lead.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Borough of Metuchen
resolves to take the following steps with regard to our municipal land-use decisions with
the intent of making Metuchen a truly sustainable community. It is our intent to include
these principles in the next master plan revision and reexamination report and to update
our land-use zoning, natural resource protection, and other ordinances accordingly.
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Regional Cooperation - We pledge to reach out to administrations of our neighboring
municipalities concerning land-use decisions, and to take into consideration regional
impacts when making land-use decisions.

Transportation Choices - We pledge to create transportation choices with a Complete
Streets approach by considering all modes of transportation, including walking, biking,
transit and automobiles, when planning transportation projects and reviewing
development applications. We will reevaluate our parking with the goal of limiting the
amount of required parking spaces, promoting shared parking and other innovative
parking alternatives, and encouraging structured parking alternatives where appropriate.

Natural Resource Protection - We pledge to take action to protect the natural resources
of the State for environmental, recreational, and agricultural value, avoiding or mitigating
negative impacts to these resources. Further, we pledge to complete a Natural Resources
Inventory when feasible to identify and assess the extent of our natural resources and to
link natural resource management and protection to carrying capacity analysis, land-use
and open space planning.

Mix of Land Uses - We pledge to use our zoning power to allow for a mix of residential,
retail, commercial, recreational and other land use types in areas that make the most sense
for our municipality and the region, particularly in downtown and town center areas.

Housing Options - We pledge, through the use of our zoning and revenue generating
powers, to foster a diverse mix of housing types and locations, including single- and
multi-family, for-sale and rental options, to meet the needs of all people at a range of
income levels.

Green Design - We pledge to incorporate the principles of green design and renewable
energy generation into municipal buildings to the extent feasible and when updating our
site plan and subdivision requirements for residential and commercial buildings.
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Municipal Facilities Siting - We pledge, to the extent feasible, to take into consideration
factors such as walkability, bikability, greater access to public transit, proximity to other
land-use types, and open space when locating new or relocated municipal facilities.
